day includes: 

 

Departure from Cape Cornwall School at 8am  

Arrival at Plymouth at approximately 10.30am 

Walking around Citadel and some time in Hoe Park/Smeaton’s Tower 

Lunch (Students to bring packed lunch. Students eligible for free school meals will have lunch 

provided). 

Visit to Mayflower Museum and Barbican area of Plymouth 

One hour in Drakes Circus shopping centre 

Departure from Plymouth at approximately 2.30pm 

On return journey (time allowing) we will stop at Cornwall Services for 30 minutes.  

Estimated return to Cape approximately 5 to 5.30pm (traffic dependent). Parents to collect 

students as no catchup bus available at this time.
